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For years, many of our customers have asked questions regarding the compatibility issues that exist between our Metal Treatment (and all of our products that contain this lubricant) and elastomer seals that exist in almost all lubricated equipment such as gearbox seals, engine seals, transmission seals, hydraulic seals, and more. The issue has generally been resolved by associating the base oils of the lubricated parts to a petroleum or synthetic glycol lubricating fluid. Simply put, if the lubricating oil is a petroleum/mineral or synthetic hydrocarbon oil, then our Metal Treatment is compatible. If however, the lubricant was comprised of glycols, esters, or phosphates, our Metal Treatment is not compatible.

In recent times, oils and lubricating fluids have gone through many changes with new refining processes and combinations. The growing use of poly alpha olefins and polyol esters along with various additive chemistries have caused us, as well as seal manufacturers, to look more closely at the compatibility of the seals with the actual aspects of the specific chemistry in use.

After significant research and in-house testing, I believe that we have put together a fairly complete list of those elastomers and if they are or are not affected by our Metal Treatment and our line of products that contain this lubricant.
